4.0.Vaya Business and Updates
4.1.  State cuts discussed last mtg.  Talking points were disseminated into the provider community and encouraged to contact legislatures.  Encourage providers to bring these concerns to representatives.  Jeanne’s email has emails for all representatives.  More emails they get, the more notice they will give to this issue.  We reached out to Dave Richards who did agree to have a telephone meeting.  

We did reach out to other regional PAC chairs to invite them to meet regarding these efforts.  There have been some meetings at Cardinal but not as much from the other MCO-LMEs.

4.1.  Medicaid Transformation - Brian Ingraham – 90 minutes
A lot going on with budget and contracts.

BUDGET – We have a compromise budget currently. Governor vetoed the budget.  Different this year is that Gen Assembly does not have the votes to override the veto.  We have a stalemate.
Medicaid expansion and transformation.  Language in a bill introduced on Monday that would have had a delay associated into March.

Private MCOs will want to get paid soon.  No sense that anything will happen fast.  

Routine provider payments should continue into August.  

Single stream total in compromise budget – 43 mil.  36 mil from the House (recurring amount from last year moved over from this year.  Senate added 15 mil for total 43 mil.  Need methodology to distribute among the seven LME-MCOs.   Last year cuts – some went down others went up depending on if they had money or not. 

Think in terms of days of cash in the bank.  Vaya’s cut in new methodology was 21% of total cut – 9 mil for Vaya alone.  Second Largest cut in state.  Did not account for reinvestment from last year.  None of the reinvestment plans were validated or determined if they met the criteria for reinvestment by DHHS.  
All cuts this year are reoccurring.  

There is no state budget.  Managing reduction over 12 months is easier to manage than a budget for 9 months or 6 months…. This is a problem we will face with no approved budget.  

Vaya called Board meeting last week.  Decided on a soft approach.  Trying to limit growth, essentially.  No new auths for new IPRS enhanced services.  

Up to 54 mil Vaya has had to cover for IPRS single stream funding.  Providers may want to be conservative in face of these issues.  

In past Vaya required to make up 100% of the cut..  This year it will be 90% of the cut.  

Future RFP for the Tailored plans will require a reserve.  How would that be possible?  Not enough expected to be in reserve.  Other requirement is NCQA accreditation.  Network of primary care providers, etc….  Will have to acquire on some manner.  This will be huge expense. And they are taking the money.  

Look at doing a reduction, system so whittled down there is no easy way.  
Is 44 mil likely to change – no.  Methodology of appropriating the reductions?  Likely no.  Vaya will get large cut.  

Not a lot of benefits for indigent (non-Medicaid) clients.
Where does money cut go?  Not a reinvestment plan.  

36 mil – was reoccurring amount cut last year.  Senate added 15 mil.  Negotiated down in the compromise budget to 44 mil,.  

Maximus links do not have correct provider information.  Clients are confused and worried.  

How likely to enhance Medicaid?  Would offset single stream funding if more had Medicaid.  Do we need to put up resources to try and accomplish this?  Senate seems quite dug in about not expanding Medicaid.  
All very complicated.  
Provider Summit in the Fall, thoughts regarding topics?  Standard/Tailored Plans;
