2. Council Business  
2.1. Bylaw review- Article V, Section 3:  Elected Members- Carson Ojamaa
Bylaw committee will be meeting to discuss updates to reflect current membership.  Tommy has worked to clean up bylaws and committee will need to ensure no further changes are needed. Discussed by law committee looking at the wording surrounding a minimum of 19.  Proposed just listing maximum number and not listing minimum so that all business can move forward if there were not enough members.  In the past, the minimum was established to ensure each region had representation.  

2.2. Voting member nominees- Carson Ojamaa

Jeanne discussed that we have two provider representatives who are interested in becoming voting members.  There is currently one spot open.  Erin Bowman (ADACT) and Vickie Smith (Infinite Beginnings) have expressed interest in filling the voting member slot.  Tommy Duncan will email electronic voting ballot to all voting members.  
2.3. PAC Accomplishments Last Year –  Carson Ojamaa
Ability to function remotely

Move into the change of new officers for the PAC

Ability to amend bylaws to reflect changes within the PAC (eliminating regional counsels)

Ability to interact with VAYA on the response to Covid.  Being able to respond and work together to deal with Covid related issues and hardships.
PAC continues to maintain a good relationship with VAYA.   The PAC continues to have a strong history of being flexible and adapting to the changes within the MCO system.  
Effective communication flow from providers to VAYA in order to have continued education, discussion and relevant meeting topics that address the needs of the providers.  
2.4. PAC goals for upcoming year – Carson Ojamaa
It is important for providers to have time to discuss issues without VAYA being in the room.  Discussed having a regular time slot where that is provider only discussion.  The PAC officers will look into using two different platforms in order to have provider only time and then time have time for VAYA staff to be involved.  Discussed being prepared during provider only time to discuss specific issues to make the time productive.  
Provider type specific subcommittees are ad hoc and can meet when needed.  MH/SU and Integrated Care (sub committees had merged into one), IDD subcommittee are the current subcommittee.  Discussed the possible need to re-engage these subcommittees as we move forward to Tailored and Standard Plans.
Virtual meetings will continue and be re-evaluated throughout 2021.  
The average attendance is around 45-50 for PAC meetings.  Discussed increase advertising for PAC meetings.  Possibilities are getting on weekly bulletin for VAYA and have it clear that all providers are welcome to attend the meetings, not just voting provider members.  Routine information on bulletin with a link to My Committee and a specific provider bulletin to remind the network about meetings to enhance participation.  
Request that Patti Wilson provide a synopsis of paybacks from previous quarter/year and the category or trends they have noted within VAYA.  

Discussed ways to work with VAYA as they move forward with standard and tailored plan.  Believes there will be opportunities for providers to have input in the process.  

Policy/Legislative Corner will be a standing agenda item were joint communication bulletins, policies and legislation topics are reviewed during meeting for discussion and follow up as needed.  Committee members who want further discussion on a communication bulletin would need to send a request to officers to ensure it is address at the meeting.  

Dominque discussed ways to get Licensed Independent Practitioners involved in PAC. If LIPs attend, they want to hear information that related to their area of interest.  
PAC discussed some items they would like for VAYA to present on in the future:  tailored plan information, monitoring trends and activities, tracking enrollment of standard plans, Medicaid expansion changes if forthcoming, COVID Information, presentations from PHPs as they enter the region.
