2. Vaya Business and Updates
2.1. State Opioid Response (SOR) Funding – Donald Reuss
· In February Vaya announced the expectation that SOR funding would not be available for MAT programs after May 30, 2020. 
· Vaya working on this to support these individuals

· State RFP for Opioid grants & bundled rates is pulled off the table for now.  Unsure how much will be re-allocated to Vaya for re-distribution but hoping this will last until July.  

· Need this to last to the end of September.  Ellen Stroud is asking for provider assistance & plans for these individuals.  Please get with Ellen to discuss and see if Vaya can support plans & efforts.  
2.2. COVID-19 Updates and Discussion – Dr. Craig Martin
· Spread of the COVID-19 virus could be an exponential situation.

· During this crisis, working to keep providers whole.  1135 Waiver would allow for increased flexibility with Service Definitions.  Requesting this  to allow NC to draw down federal Hazmat dollars & protect the provider network.
· Brian Ingraham:  Aware of how much upset with the current situation.  This will be over the long haul – not short term.  CMS is optimistic  re: being as creative as possible and committed to maintaining Provider Network.  Focus is on flexibility and accountability.  

· Rhonda Cox is representing Vaya in a state policy workgroup.

· Do not have specifics yet, but expect to know more next week regarding temp funding; rate adjustments & waiver flexibility. 
· Tele-health – Webinar will try to increase attendee limits. Will try to record & load onto My Committee. Karen McCleod and Sara Faw to present.  

· Telephonic codes should be uploaded into contracts for otp sites; rates should bu uploaded into ALPHA.  Prepared to take claims on Monday 3/23.

· Tele-health – adding GT modifiers to current OPT codes. Expect these to be ready early next week.  Should lift policy restrictions and include Associate licensures.  

· Telephonic codes for Medicaid only, another strategy TBD for IPRS codes.
