1. Standing Items 
1.1. Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting – Amy Sills Jones

2. Council Business  
2.1. Bylaw Revisions- Carson Ojamaa
Dawn Kelley and bylaws committee reviewed the proposed changes to the bylaws.  Term limits for members was discussed.  It was determined that no changes would be made to term limits at this time due to the future changes which would need to be made under Medicaid Transformation.  Michael Maybee made a motion to adopt bylaw revisions as presented without term limit changes.  David McGrady seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion passed.  
3.  VAYA Business and Updates

3.1. RSVP Process- Christine Elliot
Full presentation on RSVP process will be postponed until next meeting.  Donald did discuss the number of RSVP referrals has dropped.  The RSVP program helps individuals identify stable housing as well as wrap around services to help them be successfully in the home and in the community.  VAYA is letting housing slots slip away every month due to lack of referrals.  Donald asked providers to remind staff about the program.  RSVP process and referral steps are listed on the VAYA website.  RSVP process is designed for persons who might be at risk for adult care home admission.  If there are questions of who might qualify please contact VAYA.  
3.2. COVID-19 vaccine discussion- Donald Reuss and Dr. Martin
Discussed the process of getting staff and members vaccinated.  Providers are encouraged to contact local health departments to start discussing arrangements on how/when to get access to vaccine.  All counties are different.  Most counties are in phase 1b.  Providers report that each county is relying on providers to make contact to start the process of scheduling.  Providers are encouraged to use language similar to health care workers, direct care or behavioral health worker rather than direst support professionals so health departments can understand what type of work providers perform.  VAYA will pull together a list of county contacts to assist providers.   
Dr. Martin encouraged providers to talk and share information about the vaccine.  Both Pfizer and Moderna have fact sheets that have been published.  There are also CDC guidelines with a simple FAQ page to share with staff who may be concerned or have questions about the vaccine.  A communication bulletin from VAYA will be coming later in the week with more information about the vaccine.  

Some providers are having difficulty getting consent from local Department of Social Services for administration of the vaccine to identified members in which they represent as guardian.  

Discussed VAYA giving local health departments a list of providers in order to plan for vaccine distribution.  VAYA will continue to work with providers who are having difficulty accessing vaccines with specific counties discussed.

3.3 Medicaid Transformation Update – Brian Ingraham

Brian asked for feedback from providers on their experience with contracting with health plans.  Providers state they are still in the process of negotiating with health plans in terms of rates and other issues that are listed in the contract.  
Brian discussed how the state is working through the challenges of the Covid vaccination process.  Discussed that there is still a need for providers to understand the legalities around mandating Covid vaccine for members and staff.  Brian has reached out to provider associations to see if they along with the state can support providers in answering these questions.  

Care Management information has been released.  VAYA is trying to figure out how many providers are interested and will be applying to be a CMA.  VAYA will be sending out a survey at beginning of February to gage interest level in providers.  Estimated 22,000 members will need care management in VAYA area.  If providers are not available, VAYA will need to be able to fill the gap.  
Brian indicated there should be some additional guidance from the department surrounding member eligibility for tailored plans.  Brian alluded that additional information/diagnosis will be added to the tailored plan list.  These members would have fallen under the standard plan, however with the changes they would be included in the tailored plan.
